A SAFETY OF THE PUBLIC

The rally is organised such that members of the public are not exposed to any danger. Stage security
and course selection are prime factors

A SAFETY OF SPECTATORS

Spectators are aware that there is a degree of risk in watching motor sport. We must ALL ensure that
all reasonable efforts are made to ensure that spectators are afforded maximum protection.

A SAFETY OF OFFICIALS

Officials will be trained and located to minimise danger to themselves, spectators, competitors and
other officials.

A SAFETY OF COMPETITORS
The event regulations, primary safety requirements for vehicles and crews, the selection and marking
of the course, the route instructions and safety systems are all designed to reduce the potential and

degree of any accident to the minimum.

World FIA standard medical, fire and rescue support in the event of an accident will be provided.

14 OFFICIALS CODE OF CONDUCT

Training, Reporting for Duty and Signhing-on

To become an official you must have completed and submitted an Official Registration Form. It is
compulsory to attend the relevant training/briefing sessions pertaining to your role to ensure you
completely understand your particular function.

Please read all information given to you before the event to ensure you know what is required
in your position.

A Disclaimer and Consent Statement form must be completed for those under 18 years and
presented to the Rally Office, prior to the Official being allocated to a stage/area.

You will be advised of the designated meeting place for officials on your allocated day of duty. Your
meeting time will be approximately two and a half hours prior to the start of your particular stage. If for
any reason you may be late for this meeting or unable to perform your task, please notify your Stage
Commander as soon as you are aware you will be late. D o i Wait until you are actually late before

calling.

Once at your designated meeting area, your Stage Safety Officer will request that you sign the

your beanie or cap and event patch.

You will be briefed on the plan and procedures for your specific stage for that day and set-up of your
Stage will commence.

Always greet competitors with a smile and hello. D o n &sk competitors how they are going or if they
are having problems. Most competitors are very busy and are concentrating on their job at hand. NO

physical assistance should be offered except in an emergency situation and when directed by Rally
Control

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1.4 OFFICIALS CODE OF CONDUCT (cont.)

1 You are a member of the rally organisation. Your behaviour and appearance reflects on the
whole organisation, so be a positive role model.

1  Your prime duty is to the safe and efficient conduct of the Rally. Place safety and welfare above
all else.

1 You are a volunteer and your assistance is invaluable. You and your colleagues are involved for
the enjoyment that you get. A smile and a pleasant attitude costs nothing

1  You will be in contact with competitors, sponsors, the public and representatives of the many
governing bodies involved. Most of these people will be strangers to you. You must always be
polite, respectful and as helpful as possible while being open to interaction.

T Whenever possibl e, work with at | east one other o
and you will be more effective if it is necessary to deal with someone in a firm, polite, impartial
and pleasant manner.

1  You will be confident in your duties if, before the event, you read all of the information given to
you. If anything is unclear, then ask.

1  Accept responsibility for all of the actions that you take.

1  Competitors are concentrating on their tasks. Do not try to conduct a conversation with them; just
courteously do your job.

1 Do not use a camera while working as an official.

1  Wear neat, clean and appropriate clothing and footwear; make sure you are properly protected
from the weather. Read the checklist below.

1  Always report personal injury even if it is minor. Scratches, cuts, bites and stings can become
infected if not treated.

1 The Stage Management Team, Area Managers and the Organisers have a responsibility for
safety of their teams. However, each official has a responsibility to their own safety. In the event
of an injury resulting from an occurrence while you were on duty, ensure YOU complete an
6l ncident Reporté form as s o0o0nDONOT WATUAHEWDAYSc ompl et
TO DO SO. Hand the form to your Stage Commander/Area Manager (reporting the incident) on
the day. If there areany wi tnesses to the incident, ensure t

as with details. This form will be in your Officials Pack.

1  Always wear the identification vest which will be issued to you i and make sure you return it.

Orange - Road, Control and Spectator Officials

Yellow - SOS Flag Marshals/Safety light operators

Blue - Post Chiefs

Green - Stage Commanders, Deputy Stage Commanders and Stage Safety Officers.

1  Always wear your credentials.

1  You should have a 0% blood alcohol level while on duty. CAMSisasignat ory to the &éno d
sport6 pol i cy whiloffitiala Yquimayédes tested witlolt prior notification.

1 Do not take your pets with you.

1 Relatives and friends are most welcome but unless they have been trained, accredited and
signed on, they are spectators.

1  Tell your friends and relatives how much you have enjoyed yourself and encourage them to
become officials. If they wish to assist they must see the Stage Commander/Area Manager to
complete an Officials Registration Form and sign them on.

1 Avoid any situation that may lead to a conflict of interest.

1  Make sure that you know the time and place that your team is to meet. Sign on every day to be
covered under the CAMS Insurance Policy

1 If you are under 18, you will need a signed Disclaimer and Consent Statement. This form is to be
lodged at the Rally Office prior to the official being allocated to a Stage/Area

1  Pick up all your rubbish and any other that you see.

Check reception when you
are at your duty position. If you have reception, display the sign provided (small corflute with image of
a phone on it) so that competitors can see it

Side cutters or pliers (to assist with the removal of zip ties)

Hat

Comfortable clothing i wet weather and cold weather gear i sun safe trousers and shirt.

Chair, table and sunshade / tent

Food and soft drink

Garbage bags for rubbish

Family and Friends

You are very welcome to bring family and friends but unless they are registered officials, they are

spectators. Remember that only registered officials that have signed on are permitted into a Control
Area.

You are reminded that children under 12 cannot be registered as officials and any one under
the age of 18 must have parental / guardian consent form signed and lodged at the Rally Office
prior to that official being allocated to a Stage/Area

Part of the event separated by a minimum time of 8 hours, or by a time at
least equal to the duration of the course completed if this is less than 7 hours.

A length of road closed specifically for the competition. Timed to the tenth of
a second.

The purpose of regroups is to reinstate the original intervals between
competitors, which have increased as a result of late time arrivals and/or
retirements.

A system of timing and control procedures used in the Australian Rally
Championship

(First Intervention Vehicle) Located at the start of each Special Stage and the
Midpoint of Special Stages in excess of 15 kilometres in length. An FIV
contains a two Medical personnel and two Motorsport fire marshals and may
be required to enter a Special Stage with the Stage Safety Officer in the event
of an accident.

An official written communication which is an integral part of the
Supplementary Regulations of the rally and intended to modify, clarify or
complete the Supplementary Regulations.

An arrangement where crews can leave their car in parc ferme for up to an
hour, prior to starting the two hour service on Saturday night.

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3. PRE RALLY ACTIVITIES

3.1 TRAINING AND CAMS ACCREDITATION

All officials should be aware that attendance at training or briefing is mandatory. Without attendance at
the appropriate training/briefing session, accreditation for the Scouts Rally SA will not be issued, nor
will an allocation to any role be made. These are held in order to inform experienced officials of any
chances from previous years and new officials of the duties required of them.

From 2006, as a Motorsport Official, it is a requirement that all officials hold a current CAMS Officials
Licence. It is encouraged that all Officials hold the appropriated current CAMS licence. If you do not
have a CAMS Licence you can apply by either going to www.cams.com.au and completing the
Trainee Licence form or give the Rally Office a ring on 8212 2800 and someone will assist you. The
Officials CAMS Licence is free and it ensures that you are covered under the CAMS Insurance Policy.
If you are licenced but the expiry date will lapse at the time of the rally, you will need to renew your
licence.

You can access a CAMS Application Form from their website www.cams.com.au (click on Officials
and click which ever applies to you, or give the Officials CAMS office a ring on 1300 657 673.

The CAMS is able to provide insurance cover for its Junior Officials, (under the age of 18 years) only
on the following conditions:

1 For Officials working in Event Administration i minimum 12 years of age
1 For Officials working in a Non Competition area i minimum 14 years of age
1 For Officials working along side the competition surface i minimum 16 years of age

Note: At all times junior officials must be under the supervision of an adult CAMS accredited
official. Junior officials can only hold a Trainee or General Of f i ci al 6s | i cence.
alongside the competition surface (i.e. actually on the Special Stage 1 Start, Flying Finish and Stop
Points) must be under 6 d i rsapervigion and over the age of 16yrs.

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4.2 TAPES USED IN STAGE SETUP:

In order to improve Spectator Safety at road closures, Scouts Rally SA utilises the three tape setup.
This involves the use of three coloured tapes with different purposes.

The first tape is referred to as the Drivers Tape or Course Tape. It is yellow in colour and is the tape
closest to the competition stage. There may be mention of a Driver Sight Tape or Sight Tape. This is
illustrated above with the ARoad Closure with

The second tape is the green Spectator Tape. This is located nominally 5 metres back from the
Course Tape but may be further which is indicated in the diagrams in the Stage Setup Plans. The
area behind this tape is where spectators may stand to watch the Rally action. At no time are
spectators to go beyond the green Spectator Tape towards the Competition Stage.

The third tape is the yellow Closure Tape. This is nominally 10 metres back from the Spectator Tape
but may be further back if indicated in the Stage Setup Plan Diagrams or if more room is required to
allow for large numbers of Spectators at your Road Closure.

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4.3 SIGNS

A number of signs are used for information to competitors. Control officials are required to erect these
signs. All of these signs are erected on the left side of the road except that at the Flying Finish, there
are two signs which are erected on either side of the road.

CONTROL A yellow faced clock on a white background 25 metres before the control.

A red faced clock on a white background at the control. (indicated by a white
post or stake)

START A plain red furled flag on a white background at the start point. (indicated by a
green post or stake)

END OF CONTROL AREA
A beige circle with diagonal lines on a white background.

HAZARD BOARD One, two or three exclamation marks on white background denote severity of
the caution. (place as directed on the Setup Notes)

SOS POINT A blue lightning flash in a blue circle on a white background with 200m printed
underneath the circle as a warning prior to the SOS point.

A blue lightning flash in a blue circle on a white background at the SOS point.
(indicated by a blue and yellow post or stake)

FLYING FINISH Yellow chequered flag on a white background as a warning 100-200 metres
prior to the Flying Finish.

Red chequered flag on a white background at the Flying Finish. There are two
of these signs, one on either side of the road. (indicated by a red and yellow
post or stake)

SLOW DOWN Red print on a white background positioned between the Flying Finish and the
Stop Point.
3-2-1- boards Signs that show distance to stop point by indicating three bars, then two then

one at equal distances between the flying finish and the stop point
STOP POINT Black print on a red background. (indicated by a red post or stake)
The following signs are used for defining the access to Spectator Points.

MOTOR SPORT IS DANGEROUS
Two large signs displayed at the entrance to all spectator points to indicate
the CAMS disclaimer that motor sport is dangerous etc:

SPECTATORS PROHIBITED
Tape will be placed at regular intervals around the perimeter of the designated
viewing area attached to dropper type posts or convenient trees etc. The tape
will read ANO SPECTATI NG IN THI'S AREAO

COURSE ARROW A red arrow attached to a dropper post indicating to the driver a change of
road direction on the course.

TYRE MARKING AREA
Marking and inspection signs, same size as control signs, and shown at tyre
marking areas, usually at the service park

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5. STAGE STATUS

5.1 OVERVIEW

The status of a Special Stage is designated by a colour code. The status is decided by Rally Control.
To allow Rally Control to correctly determine the Stage status, it is important that relevant information
is up to date and communicated immediately.

The Special Stage colour codes for stage status are:-

5.2 STAGE AMBER

The Stage Commander is present and there is no apparent reason why the stage cannot be run as
planned.

5.3 STAGE BLUE

CourseCari 000 has checked the stage and everything is in
Rally Control will declare the stage GREEN as soon as confirmation is received from the Stage
Commander that all emergency services are in place and the stage is ready to start.

54 STAGE GREEN

The Special Stage is clear to run. Car fA00 and comp
is green, the Stage Commander takes control of the competition.

5.5 STAGE YELLOW

A non-emergency incident has occurred and the stage has been stopped by Rally Control. This
incident may be a missing competitor, spectators in an unsafe location, or a hon-competitor vehicle is
on the stage. The Stage Safety Officer, Chief Safety Officer or FIV may be responded into the stage
to rectify the problem. Safety lights and yellow flag must be shown at the SOS points.

5.6 STAGE RED

An emergency incident has occurred and the FIV is responded into the stage with the Stage Safety
Officer. The incident may include injuries to a competitor, official or member of the public, course is
blocked, fire or other community related requirements. Emergency Services may also enter the stage.
Safety lights and Yellow flags must be shown at the SOS points.

5.7 STAGE BLACK

The stage is reopened to the public and competition has ceased.

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6. DUTIES OF STAGE OFFICIALS

6.1 CHAIN OF COMMAND

The Clerk of Course (CoC) is responsible for all aspects of the running of the event and is situated at
Rally Control. He will also have Assistant Clerk of Course in charge of certain sections who also are
situated at Rally Control eg Rally Manager, Chief Safety Officer.

The Stage Commander (SC) is in charge of a Special Stage and is essentially an Assistant Clerk of
Course reporting to the Clerk of the Course. The Stage Commander is located at the Start and is in
contact with Rally Control via the event communication system.

The Stage Commander is also responsible for the allocation of tasks to each Official on their stage.

The Deputy Stage Commander (DSC) reports to the Stage Commander and is located at the Stop
Point. The Deputy Stage Commander is also in contact with Rally Control via the event
communication system.

The Stage Safety Officer (SSO) reports to the Stage Commander and is located at the Start of the
stage. The Stage Safety Officer is also in contact with Rally Control via the safety channel of the
event communication system. The Stage Safety Officer is responsible for the final check of the stage,
making certain of the stage security such that no vehicle or person can accidentally enter the stage.

The Stage Safety Officer ensures the safety of officials, spectators and members of the public from
the time the stage setup commence until the final clean up is completed and all officials are stood
down

The Stage Commander, Deputy Stage Commander and the Stage Safety Officer are
experienced officials who make up the Stage Management Team (SMT)

Post Chiefs report to the Stage Commander at the Start Control and to the Deputy Stage
Commander at the Stop Point and are in charge of each Control. They make certain all control
officials know and understand their roles

Senior Officials are selected by the SMT to support and guide road closure officials in their duties.

Senior road closure officials are in phone contact with the Stage Commander who will pass on
relevant information to Rally Control through the event communication system.

6.2 DUTIES OF A CONTROL OFFICIAL

6.2.1 Before Competition

The primary role of a Control Official is to ensure that competitors maintain the event schedule and to
time each competitor accurately.

Control Officials should collect their equipment from the Stage Commander and ensure that they have
all of the items that are needed.

Control Officials should set up the control areas according to the Stage Set-up Notes and ensure that
all of the equipment is functioning correctly.

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6.2.2 After Competition

The SWEEP will collect the Control Cards to return to Rally Control for checking.

Make sure that Sweep has passed your position and then begin to pick up all of the equipment for
return to the store. Your Stage Commander will inform you of a place to return equipment after the
event. Clean up any rubbish that is left, even if it was dropped by someone else. This simple courtesy
is a great help with our relationship with residents.

Remember that the road is open to traffic: please take great care.

6.3 TIME CONTROL

A Time Control is located at the beginning of a Special Stage and at the Service Park. The control
official notes the time of arrival at the Time Control, which is the time that the competitor officially
completes the previous Road Section. A provisional time for starting the Special Stage will also be
allocated. This is at least three minutes after the time of arrival at the Time Control to allow
competitors to put on their safety gear. Road officials are required at the Time Control to operate the
road closure.

Each Time Control position will be marked by a white post or stake. The Red Clock Board and the
official time clock is to be set in this position with the Yellow Clock board 15 metres back towards the
road closure

The Time Control should have a minimum crew of three people, the Post Chief (who is in charge of
the control), the Time-Keeper (who is in charge of the clock) and the Record Keeper (notes the control
time for each vehicle on the control sheet).

The Time-Keeper has charge of the Clock and informs the Post Chief and the Record Keeper of the
time.

The officials notes the time of the competitors arrival at the Time Control on both the competitors road
card and on the officials record sheet to the whole minute. The time recorded is when the
navigator/co-driver hands their time card to the record keeper. Most navigators/co driver will walk up
to the table and hand the card in at the time they require. There will be times, however, when it is not
possible for the navigator/co driver to hand their card in and may call up an official to collect the card
from the vehicle.

Competitors are timed at each Time Control to the whole minute. The check-in time will be the exact
moment at which one the crew hands the time card to the Post Chief.

A provisional time for starting the Special Stage will be allocated. This is at least three minutes after
the time of arrival at the Time Control (to allow competitors to put on their safety gear).

If the Control is followed by a Special Stage a provisional start time three (3) minutes after the arrival
time is entered on the competitors time card and the crew move forward to the Special Stage Start
Control.

If there is no stage after the Time Control the crew leave at the same time as they booked in.

6.4 START CONTROL

The Special Stage Start is located up to 100 metres after the Time Control and is indicated by a green

post or stake. This is the position of the start line and the Red Furled Flag board must be put up here

with a line painted across the road where each vehicleislinedup. The bei ge O6End of Contr
set up 15 metres from the red furled flag board. This indicates to the competitors that they are out of

control area and onto the stage proper. The beams are set up at the start line with the actual start

clock set up 1-2 metres in front of the start line (so the competitors can clearly see it).
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The control official allocates the actual start time and then ensures that the competitor commences
the Special Stage at that time. Road Officials are not normally required at the Start.

The Start control should have a crew of three people, the Post Chief (who acts as the runner), the
Recorder the Starter or line up Official.

The Post Chief is in charge of the control and is the person to whom the Co-Driver hands the road
card and the person who writes on the card.

The recorder is handed the competitors road card by the runner to allocate the actual start time
(which must be at least three minutes from their arrival time at the time Control). The Stage Safety
Officer or members of the FIV crew must check that helmets and safety belts are correctly worn

NB. The top twenty seeded competitors must start at two minute intervals. All others start at
one minute intervals. Seeded competitors may not be the first twenty on the road. Check the

The Starter starts the competitors using the following procedure.

Points to remember

i Regularly check the synchronisation of the clocks. Rally time is the same as GPS time, and
should be already synchronised. Ensure the technician in the clock car has checked all your
clocks. BE AWARE THAT TELSTRA TIME IS NOT RALLY TIME AND CLOCKS MUST
ALWAYS BE ON GPSTIME i THIS IS CRUCIAL

The Post Chief fills in the Actual Start Time on the competitors Time Card.

All cars start the stage exactly on the whole minute recorded on their card

Once the car is in the Control Zone, there are normally no reasons to give a Delayed Start
Time. Itisthecompet i t or s6 responsibility to present
your job to see that no-one gets an unfair advantage. If however, a competitor does arrive at
the Start Point such that once the necessary paperwork is finished the competitor is unable to
start on time, he is to be held and given a new start time.

6.5 FLYING FINISH

The Flying Finish is the end of the competitive section and the point to which a competitor is timed.
Road Officials are not normally required at the Flying Finish.

The Yellow Flying Flag board (Flying Finish Ahead) position is indicated on a post or stake on the left
hand side of the road 100 metres prior to the position of two Red Flying Flags (Flying Finish), one on
each side of the road. The Flying Finish officials are situated at this point which is indicated by a post
with red and yellow markings on it. The Flying Finish officials will set up the timing equipment at this
point and will be well set back from the competition.

The Flying finish should have a crew of two people, the Post Chief and a back-up Time-keeper

The Post Chief and the Back up Timer must be positioned level with the timing line. At the instant the
vehicle passes the board, each must press the button on their backup timing equipment. Timing is to a
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tenth of a second. Record both the time from the automatic print-out and t he competitord

the control card. Vehicles do not stop at this point.

The Post chief should then use the communication system to advise the Stop Official of the car
number and time.

Be ready for the approaching competitor!

6.6 STOP POINT

The Stop Point is located several hundred metres past the Flying Finish to allow the competitors
ample distance to slow down. The Control Official notes the time taken for the Special Stage. Road
Officials are required at the Stop Point to operate the road closure.

The stop point should have a crew of four people, the Post Chief, the Record Keeper, the Control
Assistant and the Tracking System Operator

The Post Chief should take the time card from co-driver.

i Advise record keeper of actual start time from the time card.

i Fill in the Flying Finish time as provided by the record keeper.

i If the exact finish time cannot be given to the competitor immediately, (eg. Communication
problems) time will be entered on the time card at the end of the leg or section.

i Calculate and confirm with the record keeper the time taken and record this on the time card

(the time taken is the difference between the Actual Start Time and the Flying Finish Time.)

The Record-Keeper is in contact with flying finish and should note the Flying finish time and vehicle
number on the control sheet. Also note the actual start time.

Points to remember

i Competitors stop at the Stop Point only long enough to have their Flying Finish Time, as
advised by the Flying Finish, recorded on their time card.

i Check that the communication between the Stop Point and the Flying Finish line is working.

i Process competitorsod odeonfds®en.one at a ti me t

i Enter times and vehicle numbers directly onto your Finish Control Card as the Flying Finish

Line relays it to you.

Repeat times back to them if you are unsure. If in doubt, always check.

Cars are allowed to leave the Stop Point Control as soon as their paperwork has been

completed. It usually takes them a little while to check their time card, look up the next

instruction etc before they leave the control area.

In 2010 stage timing will be the 1/10" second.

6.7 SOS POINT

SOS Points are set up approximately every 5 km on a stage. They form part of the competitor tracking
system, which advises Rally Control of the competitor number and time as they pass the SOS Point.
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A board showing a blue lightning flash in a blue circle on a white background with 200m printed
underneath the circle as a warning prior to the SOS point.

SOS Point officials work at the SOS points alongside a radio operator. This official sets up the SOS
warning boards and the lights. (As with all officials you will be given directions as to placement of
signs and lights)

Road Officials may also be allocated to an SOS point.

Any competitor who goes missing will trigger an immediate search. The SOS Point also acts as an

emergency contact for competitors to summon medical assistance.

6.8 DUTIES OF A ROAD OFFICIAL

6.8.1 Road Closure

All places where a vehicle can enter the course are closed using tape and an official notice of road
closure. Road officials are responsible for establishing road closures and usually watch the event from
one of these points.

6.8.2  Before Competition

The primary role of a Road Official is to make the Special Stage as safe as possible for competitors

and the public by closing the road. Once the road is closed, access is only available through the start

control with the Stage Commander 6s approval. The fo
access denied to ALL vehicles and/or people, with the exception of those with a pass and vehicle

displaying stage access. Only FIV vehicles or the Chief Safety Officer attending an accident may

enter the stage at a road closure and they will only enter the stage if instructed to do so by Rally
Control ( These vehicles wildl have AADMI T TO STATGE AT AN)
Stage Commander will advise you (if phone or radio communications operate at your point) of any

access being approved by Rally Control

Access roads are closed by tying tape across them and affixing an official 6 &d Closure Noticed
Road Officials should then park a car across the access road behind the tape. Diagrams of all road
closures are part of the Stage Set-up Notes and will be given to you by your Stage Commander.
Similarly, gates, paths and shed entrances should be tied off.

If there is a vehicle on the course and you are unable to locate the owner but it is in a safe position, fix
an Abandoned Vehicle Noticedto the windscreen using tape tied from mirror to mirror

Welcome any spectators to your road closure, hand them a Welcome Spectators leaflet and show
them to a place where they can safely watch our event.

6.8.3 During Competition

It is vital that, once the stage has been closed for competition, no traffic accesses the rally course by

way of road closure points. This includes media ve
POI NTo0 and may enter the stage when accompanied by t
authority of Rally Control. Ambulances, CFS or Police may enter the stage at designated access

points only when accompanied by the Stage Safety Officer or Chief Safety Officer.

If you are confronted by a member of the public please be courteous but firm. The special stage is
legally closed by the order of The Commissioner of Police and Forestry. Copies of the official Notice
are provided. Explain that the event will be stopped if the person enters the stage and that they are
acting illegally, possibly endangering life and may be charged. Do not try to block the vehicle or use
physical contact. Make every attempt to advise Rally Control and your Stage Commander with details
of the vehicle and where they are trying to get to. In an emergency situation, with the correct
procedures being followed, the stage can be stopped and the person escorted to where they need to
be prior to the stage re commencing, but only with the explicit approved from either Rally Control or
your Stage Commander.
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All residents living on or near the rally route who will be affected by any road closures, have been
contacted via letters and advertising in local papers. Notices have been placed on all access roads to
the special stages to advise public of closure times and restrictions applying to the roads during the
period of the rally.

Photographers and media may turn up at road closures. They should be carrying the appropriate
accreditation and allowed pedestrian access only, provided they do not obstruct the Officials in their
duties.

6.8.4  After Competition

Make sure that Sweep has passed your position and then begin to pick up all of the equipment for
return to the store. Loosely roll all tape and place in the bag supplied. All gate ties are to be removed

and kept separate from the tap. Your Stage Commander will inform you of a place to return
equipment after the event.

Clean up any rubbish that is left, even if it was dropped by someone else. This simple courtesy is a
great help with our relationship with local residents.

This is part of your role as an important member of the Stage Team.
Remember that the road is open to traffic - please take great care and keep your safety vest on

until clean-up is completed.

6.9 REGROUP, SERVICE PARK & PARC FERME OFFICIALS

These officials have a demanding and complex role. Competitors times must be recorded at these
controls but you will also be required to assist with the organisation of competitors.
You will receive detailed instructions on your duties from the person who is supervising the area.

6.10 DUTIES OF A SPECTATOR MARSHAL

Spectators are not permitted within the control area i however, the Stage Commander should
establish an area, where practical, for spectators to view the control operation without impeding the
operation of the control.

Spectators may access public road stages on foot wunt|
closure, however, spectator are only permitted at official spectator points.

Spectators entering stage are requiredt o be given a 6Spectator Safetyd | e
find a safe position at the location they are heading to and stay there until the Sweep vehicle (with

green flashing lights) passes. Advise them also that S1 & S2 may ask them to move if they feel the

position they have chosen is not safe. Any pets must be on a leash. Note i no pets at all are

permitted in the Forestry Sections

All spectator marshals will be equipped with a whistle. As soon as an approaching car is sighted by
any spectator marshal, the whistle should be blown.

If there is not a clear line of sight for an adequate distance, then a spectator marshal should be

positioned in a safe place so that a warning can be given of an approaching car. This warning should
be one blast of a fog horn.
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PROTOCOL AT CROSSINGS

This vehicle will deliver radios and paperwork. On board will be people who are expert in the
equipment and can advise and assist if there are problems. It will also carry spares of other items
used in the stage set-up.

These vehicles will enter the Special Stage after road closure. Their purpose is to check the course
and ensure that it is being prepared for competition. When they start the stage, they will advise Rally
Control who will declare stage status to be AMBER. The first competitor is approximately one hour
away.

7.7 FAST SWEEP & SWEEP

The purpose of the Fast Sweep & Sweep vehicles is to follow the last competitor and act as their
fi b uddy Bast Sidempvehicle will travel through the Special Stage at near competitive speed with
its siren sounding and its green lights flashing. After the Sweep vehicle has passed, the road is
officially open to the public. That means that stage status is BLACK.

The Sweep vehicle will stop at any competing vehicles which have stopped on the special stage, note

their details and give the c ohepweed vehiciesareanot Gbfettoage BL A
assist competitors with a tow or rescue as it is essential they maintain their schedule at the back of the

field.

FIV vehicles may follow the Sweep vehicles if required, but will not travel through the stage as quickly.

Note: It is possible that there may be a long break before the Sweep vehicles passes.
This does not mean that the course is BLACK. Do not confuse the Sweep vehicles
with some other course car or emergency vehicle.

After the Sweep vehicles passes, vehicles may move along the course in any
direction. Take care when collecting equipment.

7.8 RECOVERY

RECOVERY travels through the stage after the stage has re-opened and is responsible to move any
vehicles blocking the course, or in a dangerous position. They also clean up any debris on the course,
note any property damage and contact the owners if possible. Wherever possible they will also deal
with any oil spills and will make temporary repairs to damaged fencing.

If the stage is being run a second time, competitors who are stopped in-stage may have to wait until

after the second running of the stage to rescue their vehicle. If time permits, Recovery vehicles may
enter the stage after the sweep to clear the stage of any broken down or damaged vehicles.

8.2 MEDIA

Once the stage is closed, Media access to the stage is limited to the following:

Level 1 Media i including Blackmagic i may enter the stage on foot, from the start or road closures,
at any time. These will have ORANGE vests (which are numbered).

8.3 SERVICE CREWS
Registered Service Crews are not permitted anywhere on the rally course until competition has
ceased, or their car has withdrawn. The Team Manager only may wait at the STOP point to collect

times and radio them to the team.

Where a Service Crew wishes to rescue a broken down competition vehicle they may wait outside the
control area and follow Sweep into the stage.

As Service Crews are officially involved in the rally, they are required to obey the instructions of Rally

Officials.

8.4 SPECTATORS

Spectators are not permitted within the control area - however, the Stage Commander should

establish an area, where practical, for spectators to view the control operation without impeding the

operation of the control.

Spectators may access public road stages on f oot unt il t h
closure, however, spectators are only permitted at official spectator points in the forest, SA Water

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9 ACIDENTS AND INCIDENTS

9.1 GENERAL INFORMATION

In the event of an accident the Stage Commander or Stage Safety Officer should be in constant
communication with the Clerk of Course, who will advise appropriate action to be taken.

ONLY RALLY CONTROL CAN AUTHORISE THE STOPPING OF A STAGE.

9.2 INCIDENT REPORTS

Any incident that occurs that is unusual or will affect the outcome of the rally, i.e. incur a penalty or
exclusion, requires an incident report to be written.

An Incident Report should be filled out if any violation of the Regulations or other unusual situation
has occurred during the running of the Rally. Be sure to put a contact number where you can be
reached for the next 24 hours, as the Report may become the subject of a protest to the Stewards.

Complete the Report as soon as possible and hand it to the Stage Commander for attention and for
relaying to Rally Control as it may be important for scoring purposes.

Incidents that may occur and should be reported are:

Stopping after the Flying Finish but before the Stop Point.

Travelling on a Special Stage in the opposite direction to that of the Rally.

Any report by a competitor of injury or property damage.

Any other unusual situation or unsporting action by a competitor that the Stage Commander
believes requires reporting to the Clerk of Course.

i Outside assistance is given to a competitor, particularly from a service crew.

Some of the above actions may result in the crew being excluded from the Rally by the Stewards so
be sure to make accurate clear notations on the report form.

9.3 ACCIDENTS

It is possible that an accident might occur near you that will require intervention from safety and
medical personnel. Some examples are:-

Fire

Personal injury to a Competitor or Official
Personal injury to a Spectator
Spectators out of control

Road impassable

To allow the Clerk of Course to make this decision, it is vital that accurate, clear information be
communicated to Rally Control without delay by phone or through the events communication system.

If a competitor has an accident they are required to display an @K®6sign if medical attention is not
required. If there is no @K®osign, or if the competitor is displaying the green cross, which is a request
for medical attention, then all following competitors are required to stop and assist. They must report
the details to the next SOS Radio Point en route.

9.4 PROCEDURE IN AN EMERGENCY

1 If there is an accident near you, do not immediately run to assist even though it is a natural
response to want to assist. Competitors vehicles are very well prepared and equipped and
competitors are wearing protective gear. STAY AT YOUR POST
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Your first priority is your safety and the safety of any spectators present.

Inform your Stage Commander and/or Rally Control as soon as possible of the accident, if you
can see it, and advise them of the position of the accident and any other relevant details.

i Remember that the stage is still green and other competitors are following close behind.
Competitors have procedures in place to assist each other Make an incident report if the
following competitors could be reasonably expected to see the accident but do not stop.
Referto9.5( 6 Pr ocedur e s by @mpetng Crens involved id an Accident.)

i Do not try to flag down or stop following competitors unless advised to do so by your Stage
Commander or Rally Control. Keep yourself in a safe position at all times.

1 If you are within the vicinity of spectators, make every effort to keep them well away from the
accident. Inform Rally Control and your Stage Commander as soon as possible.

If possible and safe, tape off the area once the stage has been stopped.

If a competitor stops at your point to advise you of an accident in the section before you and
you do not have phone coverage, send the competitor immediately onto either the next SOS
Point or the Stop Paint.

i All competitors carry a mobile phone and will try to contact the Emergency number at Rally
Control. Make sure you are always in a safe position as an injury or accident to you will cause
further delays in the stage.

i If you have contacted Rally Control do not hang up until advised to do so by Rally Control. If
an accident occurs in your line of sight it can be difficult for phone communications to be re-
established and your first hand information will be invaluable

9.5 ACCIDENT PROCEDURES FOR COMPETITORS

In the event of an accident on a Special Stage, the first line of help is the following competitor.

It is also important that the following competitors are warned of any impending danger as a result of
the accident, such as people or animals on the road, vehicles or debris blocking the course, or oil or
fuel on the road. Below is an extract frominstr ucti ons t o competitors r
Competing Crews involved in an accidentd

1. PROCEDURE TO BE FOLLOWED BY COMPETING CREWS INVOLVED IN AN ACCIDENT

1.1. In the event of an accident on a Special Stage, the first priority is to warn the following crews
of any hazard. If able, the driver and co-driver should leave the vehicle, with the co-driver

position at least 50m behind the car to warn following cars.

Should the vehicle be completely off the road warning triangles should not be placed on the
road.

1.2. In the event of an accident where no injuries are sustained that require immediate medical
attenti on, the AOKO sign must be clearly

It is important that the "OK" is shown to all other competitors, even if the car has stopped for
mechanical reasons.

1.3. In the event of either crew member being injured and requiring medical attention, other than

from minor cuts and bruises, competitors should display the Green Cross. Following vehicles
must stop to render assistance.
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
